• Provide outdoor support services to Elders and community members in need (e.g., yard cleanup, lawn care, 

general maintenance) 
• Assist the Public Works and Maintenance Department as required throughout the duration of the contract 
• Assists in equipment care and maintenance 
• Perform all other related duties on multiple NFN projects sites as assigned by the Parks & Recreation Supervisor, 

Public Works Manager and or Director of Community Infrastructure and Planning. 
• Comply with Occupational Health & Safety Act policies and practices. 
• Inform immediate supervisors or management of employee accidents and /or near-misses. 
• Wear Personal Protective Equipment as Required. 
• Wear appropriate gear for outdoor climate exposures.

Open to all qualified applicants. 

If the position remains unfilled, applications received by the Round 3 deadline will be screened at this stage.
